Korsgård School is Askim’s largest school with 297 pupils and 30 teachers. The school was 
established in 1956, and celebrated its 50 - year anniversary in 2006. 

 
 
Implementation  
Autumn 2009 work on the structuring and implementation of Fronter began, and by December it was completed. 
Once the foundation in Fronter had been built the local administrators and super users were able to use the system. 
Courses were held locally, where each room was built up. The local administrators trained the staff, and 
students were added step by step.

First Impressions  
άFronter was a hit even before the implementation", says Robert Vassgård. άThe pupils had been looking forward to 
start using Fronter, and were incredibly motivated. When Fronter was implemented, and the students had a chance 
to try the system, there was a great fuss. Fronter is a system the kids grasp immediately. There were already 
teaching activities and tasks students could work on from day one, and text book series we used were also linked to 
their own websitesέ. Vassgård explains further that at Moen School, the second smallest municipality in Askim, even 
had a kick-off with ribbon cutting and confetti. They really enjoyed being a Fronter user, he explains. 
  
άChildren are familiar with computers today. Most have at least one, and many homes have several. However, 
Fronter ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ Ǌǳƴ ōȅ ƛǘǎŜƭŦ Ϧ, says Vassgård. άThe teachers also have to follow up. Fronter is widely used  
at the school, and the login statistics are highέ, Robert Vassgård confirms. άWe use room icons, and notifications for 
tests and handing in written assignments. And this works very well at the school.  
 



 
 
 
 
Teachers are not a homogenous group and their ICT skills vary. Some teachers are "ICT-experts", while others have 
lower ICT skills. But even those with less ICT knowledge learned Fronter quicklyέΣ ±ŀǎǎƎňǊŘ ŜȄǇƭŀƛƴǎ. There were a 
total of three people at Korsgård School that were responsible for the training, and they also had meetings where 
Fronter was the theme. Everyone had a test room where they could try out the system.  
 
άFronter is very flexible. It is an advanced platform that can manage the whole school, with room booking, calendar 
and plans in an intuitive and easy way", says Vassgård. Moreover, he says that the municipality of Askim has its own 
plans to identify and secure knowledge in Fronter, in addition to a written document with aspirations for the use of 
Fronter.

Fronter tools  
Examples of Fronter Tools that are used are: Information central, absence, instant messages, calendar, digital exam, 
hand-ins folders, text creation with multiple authors in shared documents and presentation slides, Ephorus 
plagiarism control (high school), RSS feed, alerts, news, messages, and E-mail. Fronter meets the requirements of 
digital folders in a very good way, "says Vassgård, άand this is the simplest thing with Fronter. Absence and grades 
are used on the secondary level, but not on the primary level. Robert Vassgård hopes this will change. The SMS-
messaging is used in both nurseries and secondary schools. The children in primary schools will eventually have it as 
well.
