
 
 
 
 

 
 
Since the launch of the VLE to the whole school in May 2009 the Test Library has been a core part of the 
schools strategy to embed the VLE across the school.  The database in the Test Library now contains over 
3400 questions from every curriculum area in the school.  The tests that have been developed contain a 
range of learning stimuli including video, audio, links to websites, written resources and images.   

 

  

 

 

 

 

 

  

 

 

 

 The Plan 

Having evaluated the Test tool in Fronter, the Manor School saw the its potential and 

launched the ambitious Test Library project with great results.  

 

The test Library Room is one central test database for the whole school, where all staff 

and students are members. This enables any questions produced to be used by any member of staff in any 

of our classrooms and seen by all our students.  By doing this, a large central pool of questions was created

Staff were actively encouraged to work in a collaborative manner and tests would not be lost when 

changes to classrooms were made at the start of a new year.  By achieving this goal we hoped to speed up 

the development of the schools VLE and provide students with an increased range of learning stimuli.

Decreased Workload ς Higher Quality  
The sharing of questions between staff has led to a reduction in work load and has allowed staff to work 
together and develop resources of a higher quality which are more interesting and better tailored to the 
students learning needs. This allows the school to further develop its personalising learning agenda.  The 
development of the library and its ability to actively reduce workloads has meant that staff are more 
willing to embrace the VLE as an important and valuable learning & teaching tool.   
 
Extending the use of Online Tests 
The success of the Test Library has led to the decision being taken that all curriculum areas are going to 
ensure online tests will be a core part of the home study portfolio for 2010.   The Maths curriculum area 
now has over 1600 questions on the database and is using these with a vast array of students. 
 
Good Practice and Inspiring staff 
The room itself is used as a base which staff can use to view examples of good practise and share tests 
which they are particularly proud of, giving other members of staff inspiration about how they might 
develop their own tests.  It is a natural home for the test guides which we have written for our own staff 
members.    
 

 
 



 
 
 
 

 
Personalising Learning through tailored test questions 
Curriculum areas have been able to use the Test Library to personalise the learning for students as they 
have been able to produce tests which are aimed at different ability levels.  The amount of home study 
activity has increased as students like the ability to access tests at home, complete them and gain instant 
feedback about how well they have done. It has made it easier for staff to view these results and then 
adjust their future lesson planning to reflect the areas which students found challenging.  This has 
strengthened the home-school link with over an 80% (around 1000 pupils) of the student body accessing 
the VLE each month since its student launch in September 2009.   
 
Inset day for VLE Champions 
The school ran a whole school Inset day based around the Test Library and the Test Tool in February 2010.  
Over 100 staff were involved with the schools VLE Champions group undertaking the training which helped 
to develop their ability to confidently deliver a learning package to a large group of staff.  The day was a 
great success as all staff were able to further enhance their proficiency on the VLE.  Staff worked 
collaboratively and were able to produce a suite of tests which complemented each other and could be 
used by a wide range of teachers. The evaluation of the event was produced as a test which the staff 
undertook and this was such a success that all future Inset evaluations will now be undertaken on the VLE. 
 

ΨOverall the impact of the implementation has seen a strong enhancement of student 
learning opportunities and a powerful demonstration of the sustainability of the VLE in the
