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The children at Limpsfield created films about their school life to share with their parents, their friends in other classes
and their new friends in the schools in New Zealand. The children in the New Zealand Schools then created films about
their lives. These films were all uploaded onto Fronter for all 3 schools to see and the information was compared.

What impact have you noticed:&
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“When we are asleep, Ollie and his friends in New Zealand are awake... We can’t
telephone them because we will wake them up. But our Fronter work and emails will

go by a satellite into space and then into their computer... but it won’t wake them up

until they want to read the email. They can look at our message when it’s their
daytime... It just waits for them!...Telephones can’t do that, you know!... But when
they get up and have breakfast, their Kakapo parrots are asleep because they sleep in
the day. So... that means... that their Kakapo parrots are awake when we are
awake...even though they are nocturnal..because their day is our night! That is so

funny!”

(Yr R child aged 4 yrs overheard talking to her Teddy — dots signify pauses in her speech as she

reflects upon the links in learning she is making.)
